Privileging Plans Underway

Preliminary development plans for the third phase of CCQAS, privileging functionality, have been initiated.  In September 1998, the Military Health System Proponent Committee approved privileging for CCQAS, and the necessary funds were then allocated.  Subsequently, draft Business Rules were prepared, and consulting and development proposals solicited.  It is currently anticipated that actual development will begin in June of this year.


The addition of privileging capability will effectively render CCQAS the most complete solution for credentialing and privileging in the Federal Government.  Future plans for CCQAS include interfacing with DoD human resource and clinical systems to avoid duplicate entry of data, thereby lessening the data error rate.  The deployment date for CCQAS 3.0, containing  this privileging functionality, is targeted for� June of 2000.





Medical Readiness Date Field

The Services agreed in January of this year to apply an age edit to Sustained Medical Readiness Training (SMRT).  The date field should reflect an annual or current review of the providers, and the date entered in the SMRT field should be within the last 13 months.  The use of 13 months, in lieu of 12, allows some leeway, or lag time, in reporting and updating data.  This means that for CY 99,  any SMRT training dates will be considered current if they occurred CY98.

Both CCQAS Version 1.5 and Version 2.0 have successfully completed the necessary testing and documentation to achieve Y2K certification by DoD Health Affairs.

�Q:   How do I change the input clerk in the database?


A: For individual records, the Input clerk designation can be changed with the Change CCQAS Protected fields (SSN) Option choice under the Database Utilities Option of the Main Menu.  This is initiated after entering the correct SSN for that record.  If you want to permanently change the Input Clerk so that all new records will automatically use the new name, I'm afraid there isn't an easy way short of re-installing the program.    If that is the case for you, contact your Service DBA for assistance in walking through the reinstallation.


Q:  How do I change the access to other users?


A:    Access for the various program functions is assigned to users with the Permission Maintenance Option choice found under Security on the Main Menu.  You can select this after creating the users with the User Maintenance Option.


Q:  I am assuming the following people have access to the database using their specific access: Squadron Commander, Group Commander, SGH, Quality Management, and Medical Readiness.  Is this correct?  


A:  You are correct, but you need to remember  that the data is protected by the Privacy Act so no more access than necessary should be granted.  For instance, you and other Quality Management people may need permission to add and edit records, as well as read them, whereas the Commanders may only need (and should be granted) read permission, and Readiness personnel are (should be) restricted to readiness data.
